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Assembly Manual

Porch Swing Frame

Piece List

(4) Legs
(1) Cross Bar
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(2) Top End Caps
(2) Eye Bolts
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(2) Side frame Supports (44”)
(1) Rear Frame Supports (72”)



Hardware & Supplies Needed:
One (1) piece sandpaper #120
Non-freezing carpenter glue

Tools Required:

Screwdriver (Robertson #2) or screw gun
1/8” drill bit and 5/32” drill bit
Countersink for screws (1/8” bit)

Note: Pre-drill countersunk holes for all screws. You may wish to sand all the pieces before assembling them.
Do not apply a paint finish before assembling, as the glue will not adhere properly.

Step 1

Attached two of the Legs (A) to the Cross Bar (B) using the bolts
provided. Stand this assembly upright and attach the second pair of
legs.

Step 2
Use a square to square the legs to the cross bar. Tighten the bolts and
install two screws into each leg.

Step 3
Install Side Frame Supports (C), ensuring the front and back are flush.

Step 4
Install the Rear Frame Support (D).

Step 5
Install the eye bolts in the cross bar and hang the swing to the desired
height.

Step 6
Install the Top End Caps (E) as shown in Step 1.
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
